IMPORTANT DATES FOR EOP TRANSFER STUDENTS TIMELINE

Cal State Undergraduate Application  and EOP priority application October 1 to November 30

Set up your SDSUWebPortal account After applying for admission

File the FAFSA(Free Application Federal Student Aid) ** Students applying to EOP must October 1 to March 2
file the FAFSA by January 5 in order to receive program consideration

Set up your SDSU Aid Linkaccount after completing the FAFSA

Priority deadline for recommenders to submit the EOP recommendation December 30

EOP extended application deadline January 15

Final deadline for recommenders to submit the EOP recommendation ( no exceptions ) | January 31

SDSU Online Supplemental Application for Transfers By January 22

Apply for SDSU Scholarships February

SDSUAdmissions notices March -April

EOP admissions notices follow SDSU admissions notices March -May

AA-T/AS-T degree verification from community colleges  due March 15
Explore SDSU March 23

Deadline to Submit Intent to Enroll /$400 deposit and official transcripts from all May 1
colleges/universities attended.

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Cal State LA: 1968

A Instrumental in establishing EOP:
A Black Student Union ( BSA)
A United Mexican -American Students Association (UMAS)
A Discovered 2% FTF = special admits could gain admission>Cal  State LA
A Pushed administration > extend  the special designation ( mostly
applied to athletes) to underrepresented students.

Spring 1968 50 special admit slots/underserved populations
Summer 1968 Associafed Students $40K ‘Minority Student program’
Cal State did not grant the 50 slots

Intense, public student demonstrations
Fall 1968 Pilot program admits the first 50 = Precursor to EOP Senator John. L Harme r
SB 1072, 1969

Other CSU campuses: 1968 SFState College: five months of = ' protests/longest
university student -led strike in history

1969: SB 1072 (Harmer Bill) established EOP as a CSU state-funded program
